Liturgy for Confirmation 
INVITATION 
L: We invite Rorie Nitz to come forward to affirm her baptism by being 
confirmed. 
 

L: Friends in Christ, we all are received into the church through the sacrament 
of baptism. This person has found nurture and support in the midst of the 
family of Christ. Through prayer and study, she has been led by the Holy Spirit 
to affirm her baptism and to claim in our presence her covenantal relationship 
with Christ and the members of the church. She is here for service to Jesus 
Christ, using the gifts which the Holy Spirit bestows." 
 

SENTENCES 
L: Hear the words of Jesus: I am the vine; you are the branches. Anyone who 
abides in me, and I in that person, is the one who bears much fruit. If you abide 
in me, and my words abide in you, ask whatever you will, and it shall be done 
for you. If you keep my commandments, you will abide in my love. These things 
I have spoken to you, that my joy may be in you, and that your joy may be full.
