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NURSE JESS NOTE: Is loneliness and being alone the same? Research shows that it’s not. In fact, loneliness can happen anywhere and at any time and is not linked to physically being by one’s self. Loneliness is a state of mind. Research conducted by Brigham Young University suggests that loneliness can affect health in the same manner as smoking up to 15 cigarettes per day or as having an alcohol use disorder. It also claims that social isolation and loneliness are twice as harmful to physical and mental health as obesity. So, with social isolation happening across the nation, how can we combat becoming lonely? Keep a routine - Having a set bedtime, a set wake up time and structured activities throughout the day will help keep a sense of normalcy. Set goals – making a task list and checking items off will provide a sense of accomplishment and well-being. Stay in touch – while in-person contact may not be an option, think of other ways that keep us connected such as phone calls, emails, Skype, Face Time, Zoom or even good old-fashioned mail ( Feeling lonely is not new. We only need to look to King David and the Psalms to see how he was fighting loneliness as he was being chased down and sought for death. Psalm 63: O God, You are my God; Early will I seek You; My soul thirsts for You; My flesh longs for You In a dry and thirsty land where there is no water. Because Your lovingkindness is better than life, my lips shall praise You. When I remember You on my bed, I meditate on You in the night watches. My soul follows close behind You; Your right hand upholds me. While setting goals and connecting with friends helps fight off loneliness, we need to remember that only God can satisfy us to the existence and core of our being.
