GENERAL ANNOUNCEMENTS:
MISSIONS COMMITTEE NOTES April – Baby Food/Formula, Diapers, Wipes, etc. You are still able to drop off during open office hours of 10 am- Noon, put in the cart in the East Narthex or if you don’t want to come into the building, call to arrange a time to drop off by the East Narthex doors, don’t leave anything sitting outside without notifying office staff first, please and thank you.
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NURSE JESS NOTE: Our lost connection with Planet Earth has happened slowly in our culture with more and more time spent indoors, online, and less time connecting with nature. Grounding, or “earthing,” is a technique that realigns your electrical energy by restoring our primordial connection to earth. While this may sound a bit odd, there has been significant research showing that grounding decreases inflammation and pain and increases circulation and healing. It can also have a positive effect on mood and energy levels. One study conducted found that pre-term infants that were electrically grounded had significantly improved vagal

tone which increases resilience to stress and lowers morbidity. Other studies showed faster healing to chronic wounds or improved sleep. The benefits of grounding have been noticed with just 20 minutes per day of connecting with the earth, sand, or a body of water with your bare hands or bare feet. Grounding is a free and easy lifestyle addition without added side effects. Genesis 1:10 “And God called the dry land Earth; and the gathering together of the waters he called Seas: and God saw that it was good.”
CHURCH COUNCIL UPDATE: Our Church Council meet again on Monday, April 5th and confirmed that we, as a church would continue to follow the recommendations of both the President and our State Governor for staying quarantined and suspending most church activities until they lift the restrictions. When we know more, we will adjust what we are doing within the advised guidelines. 

CONFIRMATION UPDATE: Rev. Mundell has resumed meeting with our confirmands and mentors via zoom on Wednesdays between 6 and 7pm. We will not be able to complete our confirmation year until our covid-19 restrictions are lifted. When that happens, we will have an opportunity for the Confirmands to present their faith statements to the church council and congregation and then set up a new confirmation Sunday.
OUR SAVIOUR’S COMMITTEES: Rev. Mundell has a zoom meeting account, if you would like to have a video meeting, even just to check on each other. Let Rev. Mundell know, and he will set one up and host it so that each committee can interact with each other via a video conference. 

COUNTY MEALS FOR SENIORS: The Ripon Senior Center has worked out a deal with Fond du Lac County senior meals program to provide meals to the greater Ripon area two days a week, Monday, and Tuesday. They are asking for a 3$ donation but will take whatever is offered. To get a meal you will need to call the senior center 920-748-6225 on the day before the meal that you would like. So, for a Monday meal you will need to call on a Friday. For a Tuesday meal you will need to call on a Monday. You will need to pick up the meal at the Senior Center, the day of the meal, between 11:15am and 11:45am.
